
 
 

 
Speaking of believers, C. S. Lewis once said that God 
wants the heart of a child and the mind of a grown-up.   
 
Jesus said that we are to love God with all our heart as 
well as with all our mind (Matthew 22:37).  Christianity is 
not a purely devotional exercise involving merely the 
heart.  Neither is it a purely intellectual enterprise        
involving only the mind.  So many think of Christianity in 
an “either/or” kind of way.  These people believe that a 
person can either give attention only to matters of        
doctrine or only to matters of devotion.   
 

However, Jesus does not present us with an “either/or” 
option when it comes to Christianity.  No, we realize that 
Christianity is “both/and.”  Christianity is about being right 
headed and warm hearted.  Christianity involves right 
thinking and right feeling.  Christianity is a commitment to 
both doctrine and devotion.   
 

Over thirty years ago, Dorothy Sayers countered          
naysayers of doctrine when she said, “We are constantly 
assured that the churches are empty because preachers 
insist too much upon doctrine—‘dull dogma,’ as people 
call it.  The fact is the precise opposite.  It is the neglect of 
dogma that makes for dullness.  The Christian faith is the 
most exciting drama that staggered the imagination of 
man—and the dogma is the doctrine.”   
 

Beginning January 11 at 6:00 p.m., we will be surveying 
the basic and essential doctrines of the Christian faith.  In 
a day when church-goers are often found eschewing   
matters of doctrine, it is our belief that a right               
understanding of the basic truths of the Christian faith is 
perhaps a believer’s greatest need.  What would happen 
if God’s people struck the proper balance between      
doctrine and daily life?  What would a lost world make of 
Christians who celebrated right belief and right behavior?  
What if we loved God with all our heart and all our mind?  
What if we refused to pit love and truth against one     
another, but instead excelled in both?   
 

We are certainly blessed to have some of the nation’s 
brightest Christian leaders helping us with Doctrine that 
Dances.  In fact, Dr. Robert Smith Jr., Professor of   
Christian Preaching at Beeson Divinity School in         
Birmingham, AL, whose recent book is entitled Doctrine 
that Dances, will kick off our spring study.  You will not 
want to miss Dr. Smith, one of America’s greatest   
preachers, as he takes hold of the First Baptist pulpit on 
January 11.  In addition to preaching different sermons 
from Romans 8 in each of our morning worship services 
(9:00 a.m.—Glory in 
the Groan, and 11:10 
a.m.—Glory Beyond 
the Groan), he will 
also begin our Doc-
trine that Dances 
study at 6:00 p.m. 
with May I Have This 
Dance? 
 

Dr. Smith has said 
“ o n e  c a n n o t         
proclaim, ‘Thus saith 
the Lord’ until that 
person knows, ‘What 
saith the Lord.’”  To 
that end, I look    
forward to seeing 
you on Sunday, January 11—a day which will certainly be 
another great day at Paducah’s First  Baptist Church!

In addition to Dr. Smith, we will also 
be privileged to be led by several from within our church 
family as well as by Dr. Russell Moore and Dr. Charles 
Lawless of the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary in 
Louisville, KY, and Dr. David Dockery of Union University 
in Jackson, TN.
