Amy sure has made the memory
work easier for us boys as she has helped develop hand motions along the way. Our year-and-a-half old, Isaac, is not
even talking yet, but he knows all the hand motions and does each one with us.

I'm not sure what God is doing in the hearts and minds of the other Bradys, but he sure is doing a work in their daddy’s
life. I thought we were doing a good thing for our kids when we decided to start memorizing Scripture together as a family,
but I think I'm the one who is benefiting in the greatest way. It's true—we learn the most when we're leading others. |
realize this as a pastor, but I'm also realizing this even more on the family front.

Over the last five weeks, we have been memorizing the following verses:
Be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, as God in Christ forgave you. Ephesians 4:32
It is an honor for a man to keep away from strife, but every fool will be quarreling. Proverbs 20:3
A soft answer turns away wrath, but a harsh word stirs up anger. Proverbs 15:1
Love does not rejoice at wrongdoing, but rejoices with the truth. 1 Corinthians 13:6
Do all things without grumbling or complaining. Philippians 2:14

Now, it's a sweet thought to think about children reciting Scriptures like these. How precious it is to see my boys make
their faces and do their hand motions as they say their verses. However, when | leave the house in the morning and go
out into my day, | can’t escape the power of the truths we have been learning. As Amy and | are trying to put these truths
into our kids’ heads, God seems to be driving the same truths even deeper into the heart of this father.

Just when | am tempted to be unkind or unforgiving, God brings three little faces to my mind and again calls me to
kindness and forgiveness. Ephesians 4:32

When strife and quarreling begin to stir around me, God uses his Word and the faint sound of three little voices to remind
me of the importance of doing what is honorable. Proverbs 20:3

When my flesh wants to respond in harshness, | picture little fingers against little lips which speak of the power of a soft
answer. Proverbs 15:1

person who rejoices with the truth. 1 Corinthians 13:6
