the hospital on Thanksgiving day made our Thanksgiving 
all the more special. 
 
Now that there are three Brady boys in our home, Amy 
and I are once more realizing the simple truth that With 
Blessing Comes Responsibility. 
 
We have again entered the world of midnight feedings, 
baby burp cloths, tiny diapers, infant car seats…and, oh 
yeah, did I mention midnight feedings?  (If you are ever 
thinking about calling the Brady house and are wondering 
whether we are up…no worries, we are!) 
 
If things go as expected, Isaac will continue growing.  In a 
few months, his face will be more expressive.  Eventually 
he will learn to turn over and begin crawling.

And while 
Isaac is years away from learning this truth himself, Amy 
and I are being reminded daily of the foundational      
principle that with blessing comes responsibility.
